ARTICLE V

REQUIREMENTS FOR OFF-STREET PARKING, LOADING, AND
DRIVE-IN AND DRIVE THROUGH STACKING DISTANCES

SECTION 1 -- OFF-STREET PARKING REQUIREMENTS

A.

Parking Required for All Structures — For all buildings or structures hereafter
erected, constructed, reconstructed, moved oralt@ff-street parking in the
form of garages or areas made available exclusieelgarking shall be provided.
Thus, parking spaces shall be located entireljnersame property as the main
use, with no portion other than the necessary drgxtending into any street or
other public way.

Site Plan Required -No parking lot or loading area shall be constrdeté&hout
the review and approval of a site plan by the Alen@ommission. Failure to
obtain approval of a site plan from the Planningn@uossion may result in the
issuance of a Stop Work Order until such time gg@ml can be secured from
the Planning Commission. Landscaping, lightingesning and buffering
measures associated with parking lots and loadeasashall be reviewed and
approved by the Design Review Commission.

Landscaping Required —Buildings and parking areas in existence on the
effective date of this Ordinance shall be considéegally nonconforming. Any
new construction or more than twenty-five perc@a¢) expansion or renovation
of an existing building or parking area shall bguieed to meet the requirements
of this Article.

Improvement of Parking Areas —All parking areas and drives shall be ready for
use upon occupancy of a building and shall be sadavith a permanent,
bituminous or concrete paving meeting the standafttse City prior to issuance
of a Certificate of Completion with the exceptidrhorticultural plant nurseries.

All parking lots and drives, except those servimgle-family detached

dwellings, shall have curbs and drainage faciliipproved by the City Engineer.
Approach aprons and curbs shall be concrete inrdanoe with the standards of
the City.

Access to Parking Areas “ngress and egress to all multi-family residential
commercial parking areas shall not exceed thistg-{B5) feet in width, or be less
than twenty-five (25) feet for two-way approachdsdustrial driveway
approaches shall not exceed forty (40) feet inlhwidtless otherwise authorized
by the City Engineer.
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F. Dimensions and Design of Parking Areas —
1. The standard-size parking stall should be at leiast (9) feet wide and
eighteen (18) feet long. Refer to Figures V-1 tigtoV-3 below.

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3. Curbing or bumper stops shall be provided to preaag vehicle from
damaging or encroaching upon any required walimbé&ndscape area, upon
any building adjacent to the parking lot, or upoly adjacent property.
Guardrails shall be prohibited.

4. Parking areas and associated driveways shall ketroeted with permanent,
integrally attached, continuous concrete curbingtdéast six (6) inches high
and six (6) inches deep. All concrete curbingIdalat least three (3) feet
from any wall, fence, property line, walkway, onsture where parking
and/or driveways or aisles are located thereto.

5. Parallel parking spaces shall be 20 feet in lemgth a six (6) foot
maneuvering space for each two parking spaces.

6. Minimum parking dimensions for other configuratisisll be determined by
the City Engineer.
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7. Large parking lots containing more than 100 parldpgces shall be divided
into smaller parking fields of fifty (50) to sevegHive (75) cars with
landscape strips, peninsulas, or grade separdabaesiuce the visual impact
of large expanses of paving, to direct vehiculaffic through the parking lot,
and to provide a location for pedestrian walks.

8. No more than sixty (60) percent of the off-stremtiqng area for the entire
property shall be located between the front fagaitlein the front yard of the
principal building(s) containing more than 50,0@0Qare feet of gross leasable
floor area and the primary abutting public strégitrof-way unless the
principal building(s) and/or parking lots are screg from view by outparcel
development and additional tree plantings and/ambeand screening
measures are utilized as approved by the DesigreiRé&vommission.

9. Landscape aisles should be placed on both sidesstigince drives to create
aesthetically pleasing tree-lined entrances, teatlivehicles into and out of
the site, and provide adequate space for vehistdaking at exits onto
perimeter roadways.

10.No bay of parking spaces may extend more thanli@nparking spaces
without a landscape island a minimum dimensiorenf(L0) feet in width and
eighteen (18) feet in length providing a minimumdacape area of 180
square feet. Islands shall be protected by curlishall have either one (1)
deciduous shade tree or two (2) ornamental tretssthe remaining area in
durable evergreen shrubs, groundcover, grasseseasdnal color. All
landscape islands shall be fully irrigated andIdb@aimulched.

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11.Parking lots shall be designed to separate pedestfiom vehicles and
include protected pedestrian walkways within pagkaneas, which lead to
store entrances, except for those sites with unegueitions or terrain.

12. All parking lots shall have clearly limited and ohefd access from roadways
and said access shall not be less than 24 fedtlih at the right-of-way line.

13.The City may require the posting of traffic contsagjns as it deems necessary
to promote vehicular and pedestrian safety. Ajhage shall be installed in
accordance with the Manual for Uniform Traffic CanitDevices, latest
edition.

14.Landscape strips between parallel parking rowd bleah minimum of ten
(10) feet in width. When incorporating pedestneaikways, such strips shall
be a minimum of twenty (20) feet in width to accoodate vehicular
overhangs, the walk, lights, posts and other apparices. Landscape aisles
and strips shall include medium to large deciducess at a minimum of one
(2) tree every 30 linear feet, in addition to otparking lot landscape
requirements.

15. Any part of a parking area not utilized by autoniebior pedestrian walkways

shall be landscaped with grass, shrubbery, treesiey include other
organic materials such as water and aggregate.

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16. Decorative paving materials and pedestrian ameniigch as pedestrian-
scale lighting, bollards, seating, bicycle rackd tnash receptacles should be
used to accent building entrances, courts, plazdskbng pedestrian walks.

17.Sidewalks and walkways shall be provided to consiglgwalks along
adjacent roadways and trails in the City’s greendedl sidewalk system with
buildings within a development. Walkways shalldesigned and buffered in
a manner that encourages their use.

18. Sidewalks, not less than five (5) feet in widthalsbe constructed along the
right-of-way line of all streets. Interior sidewalshall not be less than five
(5) feet in width.

19. Parking stalls for customer parking, employee pagkand parking spaces for
disabled persons shall be designated on all siteldgment plans and any
other plans submitted for approval by the City.adidition, businesses with
vehicles for sale, lease, rental, display, andikee shall designate on said
plans the location(s) of display areas allocatedéwh vehicles. Said
vehicles and display areas shall not be locateklinvé required
parking/paving setback area, shall not reduce dipadity of a parking lot
below that required by Article V, Table 3, and $mait hinder the movement
of vehicles in drive aisles or pedestrians witle site.

20. Any off-street parking facility of fifty (50) or nte parking spaces may install,
as an option, motorcycle parking spaces in lieatbér automobile parking.
The maximum percentage of such spaces that magureed toward the
overall parking requirement shall be one (1) peroeith fractions being
rounded to the nearest whole number. Any suchespsttall be grouped in
the parking area near the end of a parking aiskrevphossible. Motorcycle
spaces shall be identified by above grade signgswsthan seven (7) feet in
height to the bottom of the sign as being resefgeduch use.

21. All parking stalls shall be striped, maintainedd apecifically used for the
related purpose as identified on the plans. Adessgnated for parking shall
not be used for display of vehicles for sale, leasetal, and the like.

Pedestrian Circulation Within Non-Residential Devebpments

1. Initial site development design should considergsétan circulation patterns
in equal importance to that of the vehicle andding arrangement.

2. Sidewalks and walkways shall be provided to conselgwalks along
adjacent roadways and trails in the City's greensystem with buildings
within the development. Walkways should provideems between buildings
and also between outparcels where frontage lotdeareloped.
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3. Site design should separate pedestrians and velaislmuch as possible, with
the number and length of pedestrian crossings gtrgarking and paved
areas kept to a minimum. Where walkways pass firgaved parking areas
and drives, the following should be accomplished:

a. A decorative paving material (i.e., pavers, stampeixtured
concrete, or colored concrete) should be usedlioed¢e the
walkway crossing.

b. The corners of the intersection should be flarearow
driveway/street width at crossing).

c. ADA ramps shall be used at all crossings.

4. Walkways shall be design and buffered in a marmareéncourages their use.
Elements such as landscaping, street trees, fired@tre, public open spaces
and plazas create contrast to the built environmgrsioftening the streetscape
and making the walking experience more enjoyabtkeiaviting. Walkway
design within a development should recognize theviang:

a. Along entrance or internal access drives, pavemsethiacks should be a
minimum of twenty (20) feet from the curb to all@dequate room for the
sidewalk, berms and/or landscape plantings.

b. Trees should be planted between the access dnildeand the sidewalk,
with shrubs and berms located between the sideavadkhe parking lot
curb. This arrangement will separate the pedestran both the
road/drive and the parking lot, as well as crea&eet tree canopy.

c. Low-level pedestrian-scaled lighting (10-15 feajthpoles and fixtures),
bollards and uplighting will help bring the enviraent down to “human
scale”.

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5. Pedestrian comfort can be enhanced by carefatigidering building design,
location, setbacks, and orientation. Recommendédibg design
considerations include clustering of buildings, @®d walkways, street-level
display windows, and avoiding monotonous blank svall

H. Parking Spaces for Disabled Persons For those buildings where such parking
is required, parking areas servicing each buildinggance shall have the number

of level parking spaces for person(s) with dis#éb#iset forth in Table V-3
below.

Such parking spaces shall be in accordance watteral Register, Volume 56,
No. 144, 4.0., Accessible Elements and SpaceseSsupTechnical
Requirementsin addition, in accordance with Federal Registaluvhe 56, No.
144, all designated parking for disabled peopldl sleaclearly marked by
vertically mounted signs bearing the internatigyahbol of access. One (1) in
every eight (8) accessible spaces, but not lessdha (1), shall be served by an
access aisle ninety-six (96) inches wide minimunal, shall be designated “Van
Accessible.” Parking for disabled persons shalliégignated adjacent to
entrances of a building.

Head-in Parking —Head-in parking from any public right-of-way shaiily be
permitted in the Town Center unless otherwise au#bd by the City Engineer.

J. Joint Parking Facilities — Off-street parking space for separate buildingssas
or mixed-uses may be provided and used collectioe)gintly in any zoning
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district in which separate off-street parking faigb for each constituent use
would be permitted, subject to the following proorss:

1.

A written agreement assuring the continuing josage of said common
parking for the combination of uses or buildingpiisperly drawn and
executed by the parties concerned, filed and madeopthe application for
approval of the site plan.

All parking spaces located within three hundred){3@et of the uses they are
intended to serve as measured by the most dirdefspiéan access.

The total number of available off-street parkingags provided collectively
for all intended uses shall equal or exceed thebmumequired to be provided
if the parking spaces were considered separatelyaicth use.

The Planning Commission may reduce the required mmber of spaces
provided collectively by up to fifty percent (50%pon making the
determination that the continuing parking demarfdslaises to be served do
not overlap and do not create an off-street parlgfgciency at any time.

Parking spaces which are provided to meet requingfer churches and
public and private schools may be collectively useteet the off-street
parking requirements of related accessory usesgedvhat the normal hours
of operation of the accessory uses do not overigptive normal hours of
operation of the principal use.

K. Setback Requirements Parking areas and other paved areas such as drive-
through aisles shall be set back as follows:

1.

In Residential Districts, and for single-family atveb-family dwellings in any
other district, no parking area shall be locatethwitwo (2) feet of a lot line,
excluding nonresidential uses.

For multi-family dwellings, no parking area shadl lncated within twenty
(20) feet of a street right-of-way. Where parkspaces are oriented toward
the street right-of-way, the parking area shalséeback an additional five (5)
feet from the street right-of-way. No parking asball be located within ten
(10) feet of a side property line or fifteen (1B¢f of a rear property line;
provided, however, that no parking area shall loatled within the required
side or rear yard area when the side upon whiclpahieéng area is located
directly abuts in whole or part a residential destr

No parking area for a nonresidential use in anilesdial district shall be
located within thirty (30) feet of any street rigiftway. Where parking
spaces are oriented toward the street right-of-weeyparking area shall be set
back an additional five (5) feet from the streghtiof-way. No parking area
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shall be located within ten (10) feet of a sidepamty line or fifteen (15) feet
of a rear property line; provided, however, thapaoking area shall be
located within the required side or rear yard avhan the side upon which
the parking area is located directly abuts in whuslpart a residential district.

In commercial and industrial districts, no parkarga shall be located within
fifteen (15) feet of a “local” street right-of-wayn commercial and industrial
districts, no parking area shall be located witinenty (20) feet of a
“collector” or “arterial” street right-of-way. \Wre parking spaces are
oriented toward the local, collector, or arteriaést right-of-way, the parking
area shall be set back an additional five (5) fieeh the street right-of-way.
No parking area shall be located within ten (1@} f& a side property line or
fifteen (15) feet of a rear property line; providbédwever, that no parking
area shall be located within the required sidesar yard area when the side
upon which the parking area is located directlytalmwhole or part a
residential district.

L. Drainage —

1.

Off-street parking facilities shall be drained torgnate ponding water and
prevent damage to abutting property and/or pulbleess and alleys.

. Off-street parking areas should be graded and eldeas to dispose of all

surface water accumulation within the parking aral.required off-street
parking areas shall be so designed that surfacer wet not drain over any
sidewalk.

No surface water from such parking area shall bmjed to drain onto
adjoining public or private property without adetgidrainage precaution
being taken by the developer to manage stormwimesfoff-premise. The
applicant shall provide written proof of permissgnanted by adjoining
property owner to drain stormwater across an anfjgiparcel or right-of-
way.

Off-street parking areas should be designed andowe with grades not to
exceed a 6% slope. Parking area surfaces shouwddahainimum slope of
0.6% with a preferred minimum of 2%.

Driveways are not recommended to exceed an 8%.slopgeways shall be
graded and drained to dispose of surface watédretastreet or public
designated stormwater drainage facilities.

M. Deferred Construction of Parking Spaces -A portion of the parking area
required for office development may remain unimgaewuntil such time as the
Planning Commission deems that it must be imprdgextiequately serve the
parking demand. Such delayed construction of pgrkiay be permitted only
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after the Planning Commission is satisfied thatititéal occupancy of the
premises will be adequately served by the lesseben of spaces and only after
approval of a final development plan clearly indicg the location, pattern and
circulation to and from the deferred parking spacBse land area so delineated
for future parking shall be brought to finisheddgand landscaped, and shall not
be used for building, storage, loading or otheppses.

N. Parking Areas for Single and Two-Family Dwellings -

1. No driveway serving single or two-family dwellingal be located within
two (2) feet of an adjoining lot line except fodaveway serving two (2)
properties (i.e., shared driveway configuration).

2. All passenger cars shall be parked on paved driyswaparking areas
relating to the garage or carport unless otheratighorized by the Planning
Commission. In areas where there are no garagesports, passenger cars
and motor vehicles may be parked on paved drivewasstructed
perpendicular to the street. No parking shalllbmwed in that portion of the
street right-of-way not used for traffic movemard,, between the curb and
the sidewalk, and between the curb and the frarirle.

O. Use of Parking Areas -Parking areas and driveways shall only be used for
parking vehicles. The storage of equipment, merdis@, and other goods and
materials on parking spaces and driveways is nohited. The placement of
portable buildings, accessory structures and dibidings and structures in
parking areas and driveways is not permitted.

P. Off-Street Parking Schedule --

1. Parking requirements shall be as indicated in Tsbfebelow.

3. Where conference centers, assembly halls, or sipldaes of assembly are
built in conjunction with a hotel, office park dngoping center, the Planning
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Commission may permit up to a thirty-five perce3t%) parking space
reduction for each of the uses listed below whatt luconjunction with the
uses listed in Table V-4 above, due to overlappisage of a portion of the
parking spaces. Request for such shared parkirsg Ioeureceived as part of a
preliminary development plan. The request shdlirmithe justification in
reducing the number of parking spaces. In addiiochange in use to a use
other than those listed in Table V-4 above shaifaon to City parking
standards.

. Whenever a theater is located in a shopping cémi¢has more than two
hundred thousand (200,000) square feet of gross 8leea, the number of
parking spaces required for the theater may becestihy twenty-five (25)
percent, provided that a joint parking agreementte joint use of all parking
within the shopping center is provided to the Cityhe agreement shall be
recorded with the Register of Deeds and a copy gtdzhwith the application
for a building permit.

. Non-Conforming Parking — Where automobile parkipgce is provided and
maintained in connection with a main building oe @as the time this
ordinance becomes effective and is insufficienntet the requirements for
the use with which it is associated, or where rahquarking has been
provided, then said building or structure may blarged or extended only if
automobile parking spaces are provided for saidrgement, extension or
addition, to the standards set forth in Table VN existing parking may be
counted as meeting this requirement unless it elscee requirements for the
original building and then only that excess portioay be counted.

. Any conforming commercial property which providesfiient parking
spaces to supply at least fifty percent (50%) efréquirement for the
property and which is destroyed by fire, flood ot af God, may be restored
to its original use and building outline, providiae floor area is not
increased, without conforming to the parking reguients of this Ordinance.

. Additional Facilities: Whenever on any lot or inyabuilding there is a
change in use, or an increase in floor area, @arathit of measurement herein
specified for the determination of required offegtr parking spaces,
additional off-street facilities shall be provided the basis of the increase;
however, in the case that such change createsddorean increase in off-
street parking spaces of less than ten percerfo)ddthe parking spaces
previously required, no additional parking facdgishall be required.

. Seating Capacity or Seats: When benches, pevasher seating
arrangements are provided in a place of assemblynches of such seating
facilities shall be counted as one (1) seat, exttegitwhere specifications and
plans filed with the City specify a certain seataapacity, this capacity shall
be used as the basis for required parking space.

9. Computation: When determination of the numberfbstreet parking spaces
required by this Ordinance results in a requirenaéiat fractional space, this
shall be counted as one (1) parking space.
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SECTION 2 — OFF-STREET LOADING REQUIREMENTS

A. Off-Street Loading Schedule --On the same premises with every building,
structure, or part thereof, erected or occupiedforage, warehouse goods,
display, a department store, a wholesale storegraet) a hotel, a hospital, a
mortuary, a laundry, a dry cleaning establishmengther similar use involving
the receipt or distribution of vehicles or mategial merchandise, there shall be
provided and maintained on the lot adequate spacgdnding, loading, and
unloading services adjacent to the opening uselb&oling and unloading in
order to avoid undue interference with public ukthe streets and driveways
service said building or structure.

1. All such loading and unloading areas, includingaaltess drives, shall be
paved and shall be in addition to the requiredstiiéet parking area
requirements.

2. Such loading and unloading space, unless othemdsguately provided for,
shall be an area ten (10) feet by forty (40) fedh & fourteen (14) foot height
clearance and shall be provided according to thewong table:

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SECTION 3 — DRIVE-IN AND DRIVE THROUGH STACKING DIS TANCE

REQUIREMENTS

A. Drive-in and Drive-Through Stacking Distance Requiements

stacking distance of one hundred sixty (160) fektyhich eighty (80) feet
shall be provided to the menu board, exclusivengfaisle or parking space.
